Prepara�on   

Ensure surfaces to be treated are clean, free from contamina!on and dry. Treat all areas affected by organic growth with 

Smartseal Moss Cleaner or Fungicidal Wash.  **ALWAYS DO A TEST AREA FIRST TO TEST SURFACE SUITABILITY  
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Applica�on   

We always recommend doing a test area first as the product can dry differently on some substrates crea!ng a 

slightly darker appearance.  

Impregna!on to be applied by flood-coa!ng method using a low pressure spray equipment of the knapsack type, or 

by brush/roller. Applica!on on ver!cal surfaces should be to full satura!on commencing at the boEom and working 

upwards. Two applica!ons are required with only one applica!on required on masonry, brickwork etc. Do not apply 

at temperatures below 5°C. Shake container well before use.  

 

Cleaning   

All equipment should be cleaned with water immediately aGer use.  

 

Storage  

Store away from direct sunlight. rotect from frost. Store only in original containers.  

 

Shelf Life  

This product should be used within 12months of manufacture.
